INDOOR DURATION RECORDS
The ceiling heights of the venues where indoor duration flying takes place can vary considerably.  In order to classify a flight for a record claim purpose it is necessary to establish the height of the ceiling where the flight was made and assign a ceiling height category to that venue.  The relationship between ceiling height and height category has been established by the FAI and is shown below.

Cat l

Up to 8 meters.

Cat ll

Between 8 and 15 meters.

Cat lll

Between 15 and 30 meters.

Cat lV

Higher than 30 meters.

When a record claim form is submitted it should show in the top left hand corner:-

The Ceiling Height Category

The letter a 
Indicates a claim for a record in a ceiling height of up to 8 meters.

The letter b 
Indicates a claim for a record in a ceiling height of 8 to 15 meters.

The letter c
Indicates a claim for a record in ceiling height of 15 to 30 meters.

The letter d
Indicates a claim for a record in ceiling height of 30 meters plus.

List of Record Holders

Note that in the list of record holders :-

The record class number is shown in column 1.

 The record class and holders (if any) is shown in column 2.
 The duration of the flight is shown in column 3 
The date the record is set, is shown in column 4.
When completing a record claim form, claimants should refer to the list of record holders in order to obtain the correct information about the claim, however that might not always be the case.
